Life in the Wider Church 

  
Here at Holy Child and St Martin, we pray, worship, learn, grow and serve together, and our common faith in 
Christ strengthens us and draws us together in wonderful fellowship.  We are a branch of the Body of Christ, 
and Jesus is the vine.  Yet it is important for us to remember that here in the Bay Area we are also part of the 
wider church, the Body of Christ that is the Diocese of California, which stretches from Los Altos to Novato, 
and from Pinole down to Fremont.  We are a diverse people, from every ethnicity, age, economic bracket,  
political persuasion, and sexual orientation.  Yet in Christ we are one, and called to do ministry together.  And 
our wonderful diversity can bring seeds of hope and fellowship to the world. 
  
Life has been busy and rich in the life of our deanery and diocese.  In February, the Equipping the  Beloved 
Community day of learning and fellowship was held at Grace Cathedral. We worshipped and shared           
fellowship together, and there were workshops on the ministry of Bishopôs Committees and Vestries, which I      
attended, childrenôs ministry, financial ministry, and training for Lay Eucharistic ministers, which Martha      
Geronimo attended.  The keynote speaker was inspiring, and shared her experience of life in churches which 
struggle financially, and of the great energy for ministry and faith she finds there.  One of the things she 
shared was that thriving churches, regardless of finances, respond to ministry needs and donôt let lack of 
funds hold them back.  I am reminded so much of the ministry of all of you at Holy Child, and your vision 
and faith under Leonardôs leadership.  You started a Health and Wellness ministry, a food pantry ministry, 
and a shelter feeding ministry, because God was calling you to respond to a need.  You didnôt wait until it was 
safe, or we had all the funds, you stepped out in faith.  I am proud and honored to be part of this community 
of faith, and many thanks go to all of you who participate in these ministries and just as importantly, to those 
who support them with their prayers. 
  
Last Saturday, March 4, the Peninsula deanery, which consists of 13 churches from Daly City to Los Altos, 
met at Good Shepherd Episcopal Church in Belmont.  We listened to an interesting and lively     presentation 
from the staff of St.Dorothyôs Rest, a diocesan camp and retreat center.  We learned of all the wonderful     
family, youth, and community camp and retreat opportunities they provide.  These camps help form young 
people in faith and nurture leadership skills that are vital to their lives and ministry.  Scholarships are availa-
ble, so I would encourage you to visit on your own, or consider enrolling our young people in one of their 
programs. 
  
At this meeting, we also began to make plans for the next ministry training day, Equipping the        Beloved 
Community, to be held Saturday, May 13, from 9:00 am to 4:00 p.m at St. Matthewôs Parish in San Mateo.  
There will be training workshops for lectors and Lay Eucharistic ministers, Sunday School teachers, youth 
leaders, and acolytes.  Offerings on stewardship, care of the earth, and social justice issues will also be     
available.  If you have not attended before, it is a very worthwhile and inspiring day.  Come, learn, be in    
fellowship with others around our deanery, and be empowered to serve the world in Christôs name.  Please let 
Fr. Lenard or myself know if you are interested.  There is no charge to you. 
  
During this time of Lent, I invite you to make it part of your Lenten practice to pray for the larger church. 
Pray for the Anglican Communion in all the world, and for the US Episcopal Church and our         Diocese, 
that we may be faithful, just and compassionate ministers of the Gospel.
